Attention is directed 1o point number 3, (Distribution of credits across the FYUG
degree program) of GR NEP-2022/CR 9/ vishi- 3, issued on 20/04/2023.

The broad guidelines as given in point 3, regarding total credit requirements during
the tenure of the UG degree programme for various verticals such as Major, Minor,
GE/OE; YEC, SEC; AEC, VEC, IKS; OJT, FP, CEP, CC, RP, should be followed.
Subject to the fulfilment ol above requirement, maximum three subjects option of
equal credits (instead of major and/or minor verticals) may be provided in the First
Year curricular structure. The student may scleet and declare choice of major subject
either in First Year or Second Year [rom /out of such subjects’ options.
